A Local Pan for Withersfield?

| guess most residents will have seen the begin-
nings of the new developments on the north of
Haverhill — bringing lots of new homes — and traffic
to the area. Whilst it is only too clear that there is
a need for new homes, and our region has to pro-
vide some of those homes — it does raise the wor-
rying question in many people’s minds about how
we manage to preserve the benefits of village life
in our beautiful rural parish of Withersfield.

Over the years, Withersfield has managed to main-
tain its identity and character, and the Parish
Council is keen to ensure that we are well pre-
pared should there be any moves to revise the
borough development plan, which designates
where future development should take place.

With this in mind, we want to commence the pro-
cess of drawing up a “Neighbourhood Plan” -
which will serve to set the parameters for future
development and limits on them.

What is a Neighbourhood Plan?
Itis:

° A document that sets out planning policies
for the neighbourhood area — planning poli-
cies are used to decide whether to approve
planning applications

° Written by the local community, the people
who know and love the area, rather than the
Local Planning Authority

° A powerful tool to ensure the community
gets he right types of development in the

right place.

LIME TREES IN CHURCHYARD

There is a row of lime trees in the churchyard, between the altar window and
the stream. These trees are mature, probably being about 50 years old.

The PCC is advised that, if left alone, they s
may become dangerous with some limbs E
likely to fall. The reason for this is that
they were planted too close together.

The PCC has obtained planning permis-z, °

sion from the local Council and the re-%
quired permission from the Diocese to
attend to these trees.

During the early Autumn pollarding will
take place on these trees. The trees at each end of the row will be left to grow
up as complete, “specimen” trees, but the middle nine will be pollarded to
about 6 metres in height. This will be done as sympathetically as possible by
our friendly local tree surgeon, placing the cuts to suit each individual tree and
the branch structure. The trees will look strange at first, and they will need to
be done again in due course and then on a regular basis.

In time we will all get used to their new shape, and will realise that it has been
a job well done — but for some while they may well look somewhat sorry for
themselves.

This note is the PCC is just warning the parish of the pollarding and explaining
why.

If you have a choice at the super-
market, aim for foods that come in larger single pack-
ages rather than individual ones.
